$5,000 from our reserve bank account that had a
balance of $125,000.

The other item that needs your vote is to approve
two-year staggered terms for the board. Each year
there would be an election, but not all board
members would run each year. The law was changed
by the Florida legislature. If you do not approve, a
new board must be voted in each year.

Each of the three committees is working to
gather facts and recommendations. The board should soon
issue an opinion on the driveways, and the pool repair will
hopefully be completed before Christmas if Lee County
allows it.
